Food For Faith Living from the desk of Fr. Mark 

     Why do bad things happen to good people?  This 
question remains a puzzle for each new generation as it 
was in ancient times.  Itôs a fair question.  It easily leads 
to conflicting answers, many damaging to our well-
being.  Job (1st reading) is probably the greatest of the 
ñwisdom booksò in the Bible because it deals with this 
search.  It is a great work of literature and is not          
historical.  The story of Job reveals Godôs truth. 
     Job is a man of faith, prosperous and blessed by God 
Who is pleased with him.  Satan challenges God saying 
Job would betray, deny and curse God if the blessings 
were taken away.  In a series of sufferings, Job loses 
wealth, property and family.  He remains faithful.  Satan 
reduces him to destitution and inflicts horrible sores & 
maladies reducing Job to sitting on a dung heap!  He 
remains faithful.  Three friends come and strive to make 
him confer the sinfulness and evil which result in these 
punishments from God.  Job rejects their accusations,  
eventually, he weakens and begins to question his      
situation.  Today (1st reading) is part of the wondrous 
response of God wherein God reminds Job of His 
power, greatness and love for all life.  The truth?  God 
neither wills evil nor inflicts it. 
     St. Paul (2nd reading) uses poetic imagery to depict 
who we become when we sincerely believe and follow 
Jesus faithfully.  When we choose to live for others 
more than self, we become blessings and givers of life.  
Paul declares, ñWe become a new creation in Christ, the 
old things have passed and the new have come!ò 
     The Gospel depicts another event which startles and 
amazes the Apostles.  They are travelling across the sea 
of Galilee and a storm arises tossing the boat about and 
tearing it apart.  Jesus is asleep and they awaken Him 
with fearful pleas.  Jesus stands and says, ñBe still! and 
the wind ceases and the sea calms.ò  Of course, the 
Apostles are filled with awe, as we would be and are, 
when Godôs surprises touch us personally.  The ultimate    
question to them and us?  Jesus asks:   ñDo  you (we) 
not yet have faith?ò 
     A blessed and peace-filled Fatherôs Day, and         
everyday, to all  you men called to be bedrock examples 
of faith, hope and love to all of your loved ones.
