Food For Faith Living from the desk of Fr. Mark 

    The mystery of God unfolds in the pages of Scripture 
becoming, for those who embrace it and respond to it, a 
way of life.  This is faith, a way of living accompanied, 
strengthened and enlightened by Godôs presence.  This 
mystery grows ever more personal and intimate in our 
relationships.  These thoughts are hindsight, reflections 
on our lives and the touching, often surprising        
awareness of Godôs presence.  This conviction becomes 
a power to deal with all of lifeôs challenges and         
hardships.  We have a gift ever sustaining us which no 
one or nothing can take away.  It is why we become a 
people of thanksgiving expressed by faithfulness to 
Godôs invitation to participate in the building of the 
kingdom.  
     Todayôs readings reveal all this.  Moses (1st reading) 
reminds the people that Godôs law is a gift, not a       
burden, which ñI set before you today.ò  It is not a 
heavy weight laid upon them.  Thus, ñthey are a wise 
and intelligent people whose God is ever close,       
whenever we call on Him.ò  Godôs law is life (love), not 
death (sin). 
     St. James (2nd reading) presents a challenge to the 
human blind spot we so easily find comfort in. James 
reminds us that ñGodôs Word is planted in us and is able 
to save us.ò  Sounds nice and easy yet James sums up 
the false security we easily settle for,  ñBe doers of 
Godôs Word and not hearers deluding ourselves.ò  
Godôs Word invites us to give our selves to others,     
generously, especially to those in dire need. 
     Jesus (Gospel) brings all this to a crystal clear      
conclusion.  The leaders and authorities ever sought to 
trap Jesus.  Today, they complain He and His followers 
are not following the traditions and regulations (bodily 
cleanliness).  Jesus says to them and us:  ñThis people 
honors me (God) with their lips, but their hearts are far 
from Me!ò  Nothing defiles a person from outside.  
ñWhat defiles comes from within, from peopleôs 
hearts!ò  All forms of sin (violence) comes from this 
inner source.  Being within the limits of law offers false 
justification when others suffer because of our         
righteousness, arrogance, vindictiveness, greed, power 
and the desire to control life and others!  We return to 
Godôs law set before us.
